 APPLICANT REQUIREMENTS  

To apply for the awards, applicants must:  

-  Be of Tamil descent  

-  Be enrolled as a full time high school 

student in the Greater Toronto Area or 

surrounding areas  

 

SCHOLARSHIP REQUIREMENTS  

Entrance scholarships of $1000 are available only 

to Grade 12 award winners attending a 

postsecondary institution in September of 2010. 

To be eligible, all grade 12 applicants must:  

-  Be in their final year of high school and 

should be receiving their Ontario 

Secondary School diploma (OSSD) and 

should have completed all its 

requirements by the application due date 

-  Be attending a postsecondary institution in 

the fall of 2010  

-  Must submit acceptance letter to post-

secondary institution along with 

application 

 

GRADE 9-12 AWARD APPLICANTS  

Please be advised to the following:  

-  To apply for an award, please follow the 

instruction provided in the Award 

Requirements sections below  

-  A maximum of one award per grade will 

be awarded in each category (with the 

exception of the Arts Award)  

-  All applicants must obtain a minimum 

average of 70% in their current year of 

study to be eligible to apply for the 

awards. Some awards may specify higher 

requirements. Please refer to the specific 

award requirements below.  

-  An award for any category may be 

withheld if applications for that award do 

not meet the criteria and standards

The application for each award requires the submission of a transcript, the required number of reference 

letters (2), responses to the appropriate short answer questions, and essay questions. 

 

ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT AWARD  

-  Recognizes students who have performed 

exceptionally well in their academic studies 

-  Students in grades 9 to 12 are eligible to apply 

-  At least one of the required number of 

references must be from a teacher 

-  Applicants must have a minimum average of    

85% 

 

ATHLETIC ACHIEVEMENT AWARD  

-  Recognizes students who have accomplished 

high standards in athleticism and/or  

excellence in sportsmanship in or outside of 

school 

-  Applicants must exhibit both leadership and 

sportsmanship in their athletic activities 

-  Students in grade 9 to 12 are eligible to apply 

-  Requirements include a minimum average of 

70% 

 

MOST IMPROVED STUDENT AWARD  

Recognizes students who have significantly improved 

their average from the previous year of study 

-  At least one of the required number of 

references must be from a teacher 

-  Students in grade 10 to 12 are eligible to  

apply 

-  Requirements include a minimum average of 

70% 

 

OUTSTANDING COMMUNITY 

CONTRIBUTION AWARD  

-  Recognizes students who have made 

significant contributions towards improving 

both community and school life 

-  Students in grade 9 to 12 are eligible to apply 

-  Requirements include a minimum average of 

70% 

 

OVERALL ACHIEVEMENT AWARD  

-  Recognizes students who are well-

rounded in both academic and non-

academic endeavors (arts, athletics, 

community involvement) 

-  Requirements include a minimum 

average of 75%, participation in 

extracurricular activities, and quality of 

response to the essay question 

-  Students in grades 9 to 12 are eligible 

to apply 

-  Applicants for this category must 

submit 1refernce letter from a person 

with an academic background (Ex. 

Teacher or Guidance Counsellor) and 

the other from a non-academic 

background 

 

UNIQUE DISTINGUISHED EFFORT 

AWARD  
Recognizes students who have overcome 

personal hardships and have set an example 

for others 

-  At least 1 of the required number of 

references must confirm the hardships 

overcome by the applicant 

-  Students in grade  9 to 12 are eligible 

to apply 

-  Requirements include a minimum 

average of 70% 

 

ACHIEVEMENT IN VISUAL ARTS  

-  Recognizes students who have 

demonstrated outstanding creative 

ability in the visual arts, graphics, 

photography, drawing/sketches, 

paintings, sculptures, etc 

-  Requirements include a minimum

-  All applicants must complete and 

submit a portfolio consisting of 3-5 

pieces: each piece must be titled and  

a description(limited to 10 sentences) 

 of each piece must be included 

-  Students in grades 9 to 12 are  

eligible to apply 

 

ACHIEVEMENT IN PERFORMING 

ARTS  

-  Recognizes students who have 

demonstrated outstanding creative 

ability in performing arts, 

 particularly in dance, drama,  

         instrumental and vocal music 

-  Requirements include a minimum 

average of 70% 

-  Applicants in the category of dance, 

instrumental, and vocal music must 

submit a video of 2 performances  

from 2 different events  

(performances recorded specifically  

for this purpose will also be 

accepted); the performance should 

depict both technical and expression 

aspects of dance 

-  Applicants I the category of drama 

must sumbit a video of 2  

performances (each limited to 15 

mins): ONE performance of choice  

and ONE monologue (looking for 

creativity); a description (limited to  

10 sentences) is also required for  

each performance 

-  NOTE: performances submitted  

(for both drama and music applicants)  

must have occurred after September 

2007, some exceptions may apply 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

OTHER  

-  Only those attending a post-

secondary institution in September 

of 2010 will receive an entrance 

scholarship (with proof of 

acceptance into a post-secondary 

institution) 

-  All other award winners (grades 9-

11) will receive an award
